Well, the calendar tells us that spring has sprung (though the snow flurries
outside my window seem to disagree!) — and we are well into planning and
contributing to a variety of 250"themed projects set to take place throughout
the year. Here in the archives, our participation in these projects means digging up historical
information, providing photographs, and researching the lives of Yarmouth’s citizens — all with
the goal of providing a peek into the past with each photograph and story. Here, | want to share
some recollections of life in Yarmouth written Mrs. Stilson Hilton — her granddaughter Marion
was very involved with the museum and donated her grandmother’s wonderful childhood
reminiscences to us. Enjoy!

“When a granddaughter asked her about how they made cheese in her home when she was a
child Mrs. Hilton gave this explanation:

‘Six gallons of milk, warm from the cow, was put into a big tub about 3 feet high, painted
white inside and out. About half a cup of rennet was stirred into the milk. (Whenever a calf was
killed the stomach which contained rennet was saved.)

‘A frame was fitted over the tub and cheesecloth was laid over the frame. Then
everybody went to breakfast. After breakfast the milk had become a soft jelly. Mother had a very
long knife; with this she sliced the jelly into squares about 2 inches wide. After this had been left
a few minutes the yellow whey came up in the creases. We children would take a saucer and
pail and sit down beside the tub and press with the saucer to get out the whey until the curd got
quite solid. It often seemed we took out more whey than the milk that had been put in. Then
Mother would cut it finer, lay it on cheesecloth and let it drain. To make a green cheese she
would take out two or three quarts of half-solidified curd, sprinkle sage on it and work it in with
her fingers. Sage cheese was company cheese.

‘When the curd had been drained again it was taken up with a knife, squeezed with the
hands and salted. It was then put in a cloth to drain again before being packed in cloth and into
a hoop.



‘Mother never sold any cheeses. They were made just for ourselves. She sometimes sold
butter in the fall, to a neighbour or the grocer. As they got to town only about once a week they
had to think ahead and buy in bulk. Beside the six in the family there were hired men or
apprentices. We had few appliances. Monday was always was day if the weather was fine. Our
well was affected by rain. For drinking and washing white clothes we used water from
Grandmother's well. Generally the children had to get the drinking water. We always had
chickens and a fine vegetable garden with gooseberries on one side and currants on the other.

‘All the floors were carpeted — even the kitchen — with rugs which we made from rags.
They were loose and could be taken out and shaken.

‘We wore knitted stockings then, woollen for winter and cotton for summer. Every girl
thought she had to have a dozen pairs. She had to knit them herself.

‘In our front rooms we had open stoves with doors — queer little boxy things. We had the
first cooking-stove in our family. I've made many a loaf of bread on an open hearth. The bread
had a thick moist crust. This was a brown bread made with rye, cornmeal and a little molasses. |
used to think it was lovely when we had a new loaf to cut for breakfast. After we got the
cookstove | made the bread — that was my part of the work — to take care of the bread-box.
When | stood at the table to knead the bread | was hardly tall enough. Dishes were heavy iron
pots. When | think now of draining potatoes for a big family | think you girls could hardly lift the
pot.

‘We had to get up early. My father wanted breakfast at 6:30. He was very particular
because the men were to get out to go to work at seven. Supper was at 5, sometimes people
worked a little afterwards. Mother was often out at sewing societies or women’s meetings. When
she was gone we girls must keep things right up to mark. Dinner was at twelve. We didn’t
always have desserts — we were a big family — but we had a good dinner of other things. There
was always dessert on Sunday and if we had guests overnight there was pie for breakfast.

‘Everybody couldn’t go to school at once; each child had to be paid for. A man with a
large family couldn’t send them all. The girls would go in summer and the boys in winter. My first
schooling was a little girls’ school — | learned to make button-holes there. We sewed two
afternoons a week. | was about 8 years old. | learned to knit even younger. It seems to me I've
always sewed.’
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The Hiltons were a prominent Yarmouth family, and we have a great number of artifacts
in the museum and genealogy in the archives that was donated by Hilton family members. In
fact, our satellite exhibit case in the front lobby of the Yarmouth library is filled with Hilton
memorabilia this month — stop by and take a look!
