We've been a bit on the busy side at the museum and archives over this last month.
There have been a number of activities both in and out of the museum and with the
250™ Anniversary year things are hopping!

During the weekend of April 28th-30" | attended the Annual General Meeting of the
Association of Nova Scotia Museums in Tatamagouche. One of the workshops |
attended dealt with museums and insurances. This session was quite the eye opener for a lot of the
community museums, which is what we are. The Association has been investigating insurance coverage
for museums through the Canadian Museum Association. In the past, coverage for smaller museums
has been cost prohibitive. Now, with many more small museums and archives getting on board, policies
are being developed that would better serve smaller clients. In the coming years, we may find it
beneficial to sign up for group coverage but that has yet to be the case.

Two of the other sessions | attended were by the key note speaker Scott Mair, Program Director of the
Swan Lake Nature Sanctuary in British Columbia. Scott’'s entertaining and energetic means of
interpretation dealt with using the imagination and a child’s natural ability to have fun to get your
message across. Museums can be educational and fun by implementing the right storytelling techniques
for your exhibits. Granted, Scott’s bird costumes really didn't have anything to do with the Yarmouth
County Museum but wouldn’t Captain Eric with a Sou’'Wester and rain gear on, smelling of fish bait,
handing out dried fish have an impact? Just saying!

The Tri County Regional Heritage Fair was held on May 12 at the NSCC Burrrdge Campus. The students
competing in this Heritage Fair range from Grade 4 to Grade 9 _ _

and all the projects were very impressive. This year the
Historical Society’s Board of Directors agreed that the Society
should recognize a project which best captures aspects of
local history that would otherwise be lost and that this Local
History Award would be a perpetual trophy. The recipient of
this award was Barbara Webster, a Grade 6 student at
Yarmouth Central Elementary School. Barbara, a French
Immersion student, did her project on the Marine Hospital
(L'Hépital des Marins) that was located on Bunker’s Island in
the early 1900s. She received a trophy to take home and her
name will be placed on a plaque that will be hung in the
museum. A second, one time, award was for the project that
best reflected Yarmouth’s 250". The medal was given to
Grade 4 student Nykola Selig of Meadowfields Community school. Nykola’s project was entitled “River
Drive” and dealt with driving (floating) logs down river to be sold or sawn. The museum had several
judges involved in this day long fair and, | think they would all agree with me - it was a day well spent.

We had a very good turn out on May 13th for the official hoisting of the newest addition to our collection.
The house flags were unveiled and are flying high in the main museum. Eric Ruff, Curator Emeritus for
the museum, and Byron Boudreau, Deputy Mayor for the Town of Yarmouth and Chair of the Yarmouth
Waterfront Development Corporation, did the honours that afternoon by officially hoisting the Killam
Brothers and the Young, Kinney and Corning flags, respectively. These house, or company flags, were
flown on ship’s masts and were used as a means of identifying whose company, or family, the ship
belonged to. Many hands went into the making of these flags. Thank you to Linda Robicheau of Le’s
Fashions and her staff, Marian White and Carol Burgess, for the many hours it took to put them all
together. Thanks also to the folks at Hands on Crafts who were responsible for the hand woven, hand
dyed, felted wool used in the lettering on the flags. Funding for this project was provided by the Yarmouth
Waterfront Development Corporation whose support is greatly appreciated.
